
Mark Parlin – Mark is the best all around thrower in 
Aztec history. He is a two time Division champion in the 
shot put ( 1990 & 1991 ). He was a league, Orange County, 
CIF, State, and National champion in the shot put. He 
finished 2nd in the State as a junior in the shot put. As a 
senior he recorded a best of 66’ 8 for 1st place at the 
Keebler Invitational where the top athletes nationwide in 
every event were brought to Chicago for the meet. As a 
senior, he took first place at the State Meet in the shot put 
and also placed 2nd in the State Meet in the discus scoring 
18 points leading the Aztecs to a 2nd place finish. He 
continued his throwing career at UCLA becoming a 
collegiate All American. In 1998 he represented the United 
States at the World Indoor Games in the shot put.
